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Abstract. Two statutes mandate that the phrase ”In God We Trust” be inscribed on all U.S. coins and
currency. A third statute declares the phrase to be the national motto. Several suits have been filed alleging
that these statutes violate the establishment of religion clause of the First Amendment, but no court has as yet
held them to be unconstitutional.
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
